AVID - A System of Support

AVID targets students in the academic middle — B,
C, and even D students — who have the desire to go
to college and the willingness to work hard. These
are typically students who are capable of completing B=
rigorous curriculum but are falling short of their

college or are under-representented students.

AVID places these students on the college track o
by providing them with acceleration instead of
remediation. The elective AVID class is driven by

the WICR method, which stands for writing, inquiry, collaboration, and reading and
provides students the opportunity to learn organizational and study skills, work on
developing their critical thinking and ability to ask probing questions, get academic help
from peers and college tutors, and participate in enrichment and motivational activities
that make college seem attainable.
